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Course Description:

This course will examine the necessary components required for incident response and recovery.  Topics will include rapid situation assessment, special population needs (elderly and persons with disabilities), debris removal and disposal, how to obtain outside help, and continuity of local government operations.  The role of local government in disaster recovery will be examined. Techniques for helping supervisors and workers deal with the disaster response will be covered. Management of donations and spontaneous volunteers is included.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

1. To provide an understanding of overall disaster response responsibilities

2. To provide an understanding of the needs of seniors and persons with disabilities

3. Develop an ability to do a rapid assessment of needs for local response in a disaster

4. To provide an understanding of the responsibilities of various levels of government in disaster response

5. To provide supervisors and managers with personnel management techniques awareness of workers’ needs 

6. To provide an understanding of the issues involved in debris-generating incidents during planning, response, and recovery

7. To provide an understanding of techniques for the efficient use of donations and spontaneous volunteers during a disaster
