DISASTER RESPONSE AND RECOVERY OPERATIONS
This course is designed to provide the student with the requisite skills to create strategic emergency management plans with a hazard-specific focus. Learn a cohesive approach to emergency management that includes operational plans to prepare, prevent, protect, respond and recover. This strategic hazard specific plan will integrate the Planning Cycle as method to maintain a high-level of continual preparedness. This course will also integrate the knowledge acquired in subsequent EMCP courses in developing functional operations planning to manage and coordinate complex natural, technological and political emergencies.

· Identify and develop key components of a public health hazard specific annex for an emergency operations plan. 

· Apply considerations of risk communication to manage evolving crises.
