Course Description and Objectives:

Individuals who work with, manage, or otherwise interface directly or indirectly with emergency operations and services must have a solid grounding in, and understanding of, contingency planning.  This course provides the student with an understanding of the techniques for in-house or on-site planning as well as community planning.  Planning will be addressed from its position in the overall philosophy of CEM (Comprehensive Emergency Management).  Regulatory requirements for planning will be covered.  Sample plans will be developed with emphasis on assessment, equipment requirements, collateral and mutual aid support agreements, and methods for testing and updating plans.
