After FEMA develops
Protective Actions messaging, it collaborates with hazard-specific subject matter experts who provide expert
review. FEMA has completed an assessment of more than 380 Protective Actions based on 275 research studies
and articles by subject matter experts covering 12 hazards and threats. FEMA has made a substantial effort to
validate these Protective Actions. However, this collection of research is not exhaustive. Help us increase the
resilience of your community by contributing knowledge and best practices to the existing body of research.
