The grant program develops and delivers innovative training programs that are national in scope and play an
important role in the implementation of the National Preparedness System by supporting the building,
sustainment, and delivery of core capabilities essential to achieving the National Preparedness Goal of a
secure and resilient nation. This program is administered by FEMA NTED. FEMA will continue to prioritize
funding for Tribal and Rural Preparedness training programs and may make awards in all or some of the
other identified focus areas below contingent upon the evaluation of proposals received.

1. Housing;

2. Cybersecurity;

3. Economic Recovery;

4. Logistics and Supply Chain Management; and
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5. Tribal and Rural Preparedness.

This program attracts applicants from state, local, tribal and territorial governments, along with eligible non-
profit organizations to include colleges and universities.
