Fall 2021
requests for support are due by Nov. 1.

Eligible applicants must apply for funding using FEMA Grants Outcomes, the agency’s grants management
system. Submit applications in FEMA Grants Outcome Portal no later than 3 p.m. ET on Jan. 28, 2022.
Applications received by FEMA after this deadline will not be considered for funding.
